APs are all persons who are impacted due to the program
implementation. The impacts may be due to (i) loss of assets: land,
house and commercial structure; (i) loss of livelihood and income
opportunities; (iii) collective impacts such as community assets; and (iv)
any unanticipated temporary disruptions resulting from construction
works. APs may or may not be displaced.

BPL are households whose monthly income is less than a designated
sum as determined by the Government of Jharkhand.

Poverty lines as defined by two different panels commissioned by
Government of India:

As per the Planning Commission of India, the income limit for
households for qualifying as a beneficiary under the BPL (below poverty
line) list has been pegged at about Rs. 27,000 per annum. If a person
earns less than this amount, he can get a Below Poverty Line Certificate
issued to avail the different subsidies offered by the government using
this service.

As per the 2011 revised poverty estimates of Tendulkar Methodology
the poverty line in rural areas is Rs 816 and Rs 1,000 in urban areas.

As per C Rangarajan the national urban poverty line is Rs 972 per
month and the national urban poverty line from Rs 1,000 per capita per
month at 2011-12 In a major policy decision, the Jharkhand government
has come out with a new benchmark to judge poverty. As per the new
13-point guidelines, finalised by the state Cabinet for conducting survey
of the below poverty line (BPL) families, anyone whose monthly income
does not exceed Rs 10,000 per month could qualify for being treated as
the poor.

This refers to the amount paid under the Right to Fair Compensation
and Transparency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement
(RFCTLARRA) Act 2013 for private property, structures and other
assets acquired for the investment program. Compensation refers to
payments made by the Government to those persons with legal title to
their property.

The date of notification under Section 11 under the RFCTLARRA Act
2013 will be considered as the cut-off date for APs who have legal title
to the land/property proposed for acquisition. In the case of Non-
titleholders and unauthorized occupants the date of the census/socio-
economic survey conducted by the Implementation Agency (I1A) will be
considered as the cut-off date for entitlements under the investment
programme.

In case of transmission line the date of notification in the Gazette u/s 64

would be considered as the cut-off date.

Any person who for reasons of (i) involuntary acquisition of land, or (i)
involuntary restrictions on land use or on access to legally designated

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1. INTRODUCTION

1.1 Background

The Government of Jharkhand with active support of the Government of India has planned for
implementing 24X7 Power for All (PfA) in Jharkhand. The program aimed at achieving 24x7 reliable
powers for all the households by FY 2019. The PfA roadmap includes interventions in generation,
transmission, distribution, renewable energy and energy efficiency/ proposed to be implement during
FY16 to FY19. Government of Jharkhand through Jharkhand Urja Sancharan Nigam Limited (JUSNL)
has planned to develop the transmission infrastructure in the State. This transmission infrastructure
development is funded from different sources e.g. domestic fund, Public Private Partnership (PPP)
and multilateral funding. The Jharkhand Urja Sanchar Nigam Limited (the state run power
transmission utility company) has approached the World Bank for assistance to fund a part of the
transmission infrastructure under the Jharkhand Power System Improvement Project (JPSIP). The
project covers the entire state of Jharkhand except for the districts served by the Damodar Valley
Corporation i.e. Dhanbad and Hazaribagh. The project would include creation of 25 new 132/33 kV
substations and associated 132 kV transmission lines of around 1800 kms.

JUSNL has intended to develop the projects in a sustainable manner. Towards this objective, an
Environmental and Social Management Framework (ESMF) has been developed to lay out a
mechanism for integrating environmental and social concerns into the planning, designing and
implementation phase of JPSIP. A Resettlement Framework (RF) has also been prepared as a part of
the ESMF document; it is a higher level guidance provided in the situation if the project necessitates
preparation of a Resettlement Action Plan (RAP) due to involuntary resettlement and land acquisition
impacts due to project implementation the RF will guide in preparation of the RAP.

1.2 Project Overview

As part of the JPSIP, JUSNL has planned for development of 25 new substations and associated
transmission lines. Out of twenty five (25) new substations, one (1) 132/33 kV substation is planned to
be located in Rudwa village in Chhatarpur block of Palamu district. The proposed substation would be
located on Plot Number. 32, 28, 01 and 02 of the Rudwa Village, in Palamu District. Total area of
GSS site is 13.55 acre, which comprises of 2.60 acre and 3.40 acre of Jungle Sakhu (Protected
Forest land), 6.85 acre of Gair Majarua (GM) land and 0.7 acre of Rayati Land (Private land). Salient
features of the project location is provided in Table 1.1

. Figure 1.1 depicts the regional settings of the proposed GSS at Chhatarpur.

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1.3 Need for Abbreviated Resettlement Action Plan (A-RAP)

As per World Bank Operational Policy, whereby in the event of major impacts (that is, if affected
people will be physically displaced with more than 200 people are to be displaced); a full
Resettlement Action Plan (RAP) would be prepared. Whereas for minor impacts (that is, if affected
people are not physically displaced and less than 10% of their productive assets are lost or fewer than
200 people are to be displaced), an Abbreviated Resettlement Action Plan (ARAP) should be
produced.

The initial screening based on the field visits and consultations undertaken by ERM at the substation
location in Rudwa village, Chhatarpur Block, Palamu District indicates that 0.7 acres of land will be
acquired from four deceased landowners. The descendant of the deceased owner of the 0.7 acres of
affected land are currently the tittle owners (as per inheritance rights) of the affected land. Hence, 32-
affected land owners have been considered for this ARAP. Moreover, based on the field visits,
reportedly, three-squatter farming (0.5, 0.8 and 0.6 acres approx.) were identified within the proposed
GSS site.

Thus, the Abbreviated Resettlement Action Plan is prepared based on national legislations and World
Bank Operational Policy 4.12 for the 35 affected persons. The ARAP includes necessary
compensation for displacement that will be provided as per Resettlement Framework and as outlined
in the RFCTLARR Act, 2013. Figure 1.2 provides satellite imagery of the GSS site.

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1.4 RAP Methodology

The methodology adopted in preparing this abbreviated RAP is consistent with the requirements of
Resettlement Framework prepared for JPSIP, which adheres to the National Laws, State Policies and
World Bank Operation Policy 4.12.

1.4.1 Consultations

Consultations were carried out with the affected land owners and the squatter farmers to assess their
socio-economic profile, impact magnitude and their consent for acquisition of their land parcels
required for the project. Consultations were also held with the local community residing adjacent to
the proposed substation site to assess the extent of impact on common people. Moreover,
consultation was carried out with Land Acquisition Department (of Palamu district) to obtained detail
information for the proposed project.

1.4.2 Joint Visit

The Consultants, Engineers of JUSNL and representatives from Chhatarpur Block Revenue
Department conducted joint site visits to the GSS location for identification of the 13.55 acres plot.
The coordinates of the plot were ascertained, following which the affected land parcels that are being
used by the PAPs were identified and measured.

1.4.3 Census and Socio-economic Survey

For preparation of the ARAP, a project specific census survey was carried out by ERM on 13t
February 2019 for tittle holders and for non-title holders (squatter farmers), a separate census survey
was carried out on 4" March 2019 to identify the affected persons and to establish the profile of the
affected persons. The survey was conducted using a structured questionnaire — it covered the family
size, category, land ownership, education level, monthly family income, assets, etc. Photograph of the
affected persons were also taken during the census survey. The findings of the census survey thus
forms the basis for the preparation of the A-RAP.
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2. SCOPE OF PROJECT IMPACTS

The project will require both privately and publicly owned land for the proposed substation. The
identified land parcel for the substation is 13.55 acre, which comprises of 6 acre of Jungle Sakhu
(Protected Forest land), 6.85 acre of Gair Majarua (GM) land and 0.7 acre of Rayati Land (Private
land). The proposed project is anticipated to impact private land and squatter farming.

2.1 Private Land

The proposed grid substation will impact 0.7 acres of private land belongs to the descendant of (i)
Late Chain Mahato (ii) Late Jhaul Mahato (iii) Late Ramkishun and (iv) Late Nanhak Mahato as the
principal titleholders. Thirty-two (32) persons have been identified as the descendent of the legal tittle
holders and are considered as the affected persons. Table 2.1 shows details of landowners and their
descendants. No cultivation was reported to be carried out in the affected land parcel for the last 2
years, and the PAPs were not dependent on the affected land parcel, additionally they also have
additional land for cultivation.

Squatter Farming

The project also affect livelihood of three squatter farmers who are reported to be carrying out
cultivation inside the land parcel identified for GSS. These non-titleholders include (i) Vinod Singh (ii)
Binod Shaw and (iii) Rajkishor Shaw. The squatter had been cultivating paddy crops on the land
parcel for the last 10 years mainly for own consumption. The average yield was report to be 4 to 6
quintal per year. Table 2.2 depicts land details of squatter farming.

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3. SOCIO-ECONOMIC PROFILE OF THE PAPS

A census and socio-economic survey was conducted to obtain the baseline condition of the project-
affected persons. This section highlights the socio-economic survey of the affected person from the
proposed project. Socio-economic profile of the affected titleholders and non-titleholders with
photographs are provided in Appendix A and Appendix B.

3.1 Demographic profile

The socio-economic profile of the family/household members of 32 titleholders identifies a total
population of 158 individuals out of which 75 are female and 83 are male. The average family size is
five. The literacy rate of the affected population is reported to be 58%. Table 3.1 shows the
demographic details of the project affected population.

3.2 Occupational and Employment Pattern

The socio economic survey conducted by ERM shows that 56 project affected population are
employed, of which 55 are male and one is female. Also, 59 of 158 population falling in working age
group are not employed. This include 58 females and one male population. As reported, engagement
of women in household chores is the major reason for female members not engaging in any economic
activities. Figure 3.1 provides employment profile of project affected population.

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Occupational pattern of the project affected population shows that they are into agriculture (61%),
business (13%) and private service (27%). As per the Jharkhand (Palamu District) Fact Book of 2018,
the major source of income of people from Palamu district is industrial sector!. This is totally in
contrast with the survey conducted by ERM team where the major source of income is found to be
agriculture.

3.3 Livelihood Profile

As per the census survey conducted by ERM, about 91% (32 of 35) of the affected households have
an the average monthly income range between INR 2000 to 5000 and only 9% (3 of 35 HHSs) were
found to have an average monthly income range between 5001 to 10000.

3.4 Literacy status

Figure 3.3 below depicts education profile of project affected population. It can be observed from the
figure that 58% of the project affected population are literate and 41% are illiterate. Almost 25% of the
affected population (11% male and 13% female) have obtained primary level of education. Amongst
the males, around 19.6% have completed secondary as compared to female with only 12%. About
1% of the affected population have completed graduation. None of the female affected population
have completed graduation.

One of the affected family (Vinod Singh-squatter farmer) belong to ST community and considered to

be vulnerable family.

3.6 Assets owned by PAPs

Table 3.2 shows the assets owned by the project affected families that includes immovable and

movable assets. The assets owned by the families are not attached to the land parcels intended for
the proposed substation. The socio-economic survey indicates that the affected families have

agricultural landholdings ranging between 1-2 acres. The housing structure of 63 % PAPs were

reported to be semi-pucca and 37% have kutcha type structure.

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4. RESETTLEMENT POLICY & LEGAL FRAMEWORK

This section define the laws and policies that govern the involuntary resettlement concerns caused for
setting up of the substation.

4.1 Applicable laws and Policies

a. Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in Land Acquisition, Resettlement and
Rehabilitation Act, 2013 (RFCTLARR Act, 2013);

b. Jharkhand Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in Land Acquisition, Resettlement and
Rehabilitation Rules, 2015; and

c. World Bank OP 4.12.

41.1 RFCTLARR Act, 2013

RFCTLARR Act, 2013 is applicable in cases where land is secure through involuntary acquisition. It
has been introduced to ensure a “humane, participative, informed and transparent process for land
acquisition. The requiring agency/Appropriate Government who intends to acquire the land to consult
the concerned village / ward level body and carry out a Social Impact Assessment study in
consultation with them.

Salient features of the Act are listed below:

®  The Act recognizes non-titleholders such as agricultural or non-agricultural labourer, landless

person (not having homestead land, agricultural land, or either homestead or agricultural land),
who have been residing or engaged in any trade, business, occupation or vocation continuously
for a period of not less than three years as affected families.

®  The Act provides land-for-land for the affected person, and to the extent Government, land would
be available in the resettlement areas. Moreover, preference for employment in the project to at
least one person from each family subject to the availability of vacancies and suitability of the
affected person.

®  The Act provides special safeguards for STs and SCs include preference in land-for-land.

B All PAPs are entitle for rehabilitation and resettlement benefits to which they are entitled in
monetary terms along with a one-time entitlement of fifty thousand rupees. For ensuring
transparency, provision has been made for mandatory dissemination of information on
displacement, rehabilitation, and resettlement, with names of the affected persons and details of
the rehabilitation packages.

The Act provides compensation for damage to any standing crops and trees, which might have
been harmed due to the process of acquisition.

The Act also provides for institutional arrangements for ensuring proper implementation and
monitoring of the Act including the selection of categories of officers in charge for monitoring the
Rehabilitation and Resettlement.

4.1.2 Jharkhand LARR Rule, 2015

The JhLARR Rules, 2015 have been drafted by the Government of Jharkhand in exercise of the
powers conferred by Section 109 of the RFCTLARRA, 2013. This rules is applicable to the whole
state of Jharkhand.

®  The rules also specify the process and guidelines for SIA, process for public hearing and

declaration of awards and compensation. The State Rules specifically states the Consent
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Requirements for the land to be acquired. This include (i) Consent of the affected land owners (ii)
Consent of the Gram Sabha in Scheduled Areas and (iii)Roles and responsibilities of the
appropriate Government and Requiring body for consent process.

®  The rules mandated to conduct a survey and undertake a census of the affected families within a
period of 3 months from the date of publication of the preliminary notification.

®  The rules mandated for a rehabilitation and resettlement for affected persons. The same needs to
be shared and published with the affected people.

®  For compensation, the rules under Section 31 (1) stated that compensation shall be calculated as
per the provisions laid down under section 26 to section 30 read with the First Schedule of the Act
and paid to all parties whose land or other immovable property has been acquired.

4.1.3 World Bank, OP 4.12

The overall objectives of the policy on resettlement state the following:

® Involuntary resettlement should be avoided where feasible, or minimized, exploring all viable
alternative project designs.

®  Where it is not feasible to avoid resettlement, resettlement activities should be conceived and
executed as sustainable development programs, providing sufficient investment resources to
enable the persons displaced by the project to share in project benefits.

®  Displaced persons should be meaningfully consulted and should have opportunities to participate
in planning and implementing resettlement programs.

® Displaced persons should be assisted in their efforts to improve their livelihoods and standards of
living or at least to restore them, in real terms, to pre-displacement levels or to levels prevailing
prior to the beginning of project implementation, whichever is higher.

The IR policy of World Bank requires:

B Avoiding or minimizing adverse project impacts where possible;

B Consulting with affected people (AP) in project planning and implementation;
®  Disclosure of RAP and project related information to the affected person;

B Payment of compensation for acquired assets at the market/replacement value; Resettlement
assistance to Project Affected People (PAP), including non-titled persons (informal dwellers/
squatters and encroachers);

®  Income restoration and rehabilitation program; and

B Special attention for vulnerable groups.

This policy requires Involuntary Resettlement addresses direct economic and social impacts from
project activities that may cause involuntary taking of land resulting in: (i) relocation or loss of shelter,
(ii) loss of assets or access to assets, and/or (iii) loss of income sources or livelihoods. In the case of
this project since minimum displacement takes place, an abbreviated Resettlement Action Plan will be
prepared.

The safeguards and provisions mentioned in the RFCTLARRA, 2013 are aligned with the World Bank
Operational Policy (WB OP-4.10 and 4.12), and the Jharkhand State Rules on the Land Acquisition
and Involuntary Resettlement have been curved out based on the RFCTLARRA, 2013. The
comparison between the World Bank policies, RFCTLARRA 2013 and JhLARR Rule, 2015 is present

The eligibility and entitlement framework for the proposed project have been prepared based on the
Resettlement Framework that has been adopted by the JUSNL for JPSIP.

6.1 Eligibility

Both titleholders and non-titleholders are eligible for assistance and compensation under the
proposed project.

®  Those who have formal legal rights of land (including customary and traditional rights recognized
under the laws of the country); Altogether thirty-two (32) land owners (descendants of the four
principal titleholders) were considered eligible for compensation for land acquisition.

®  Those who do not have formal rights to land at the time the census survey is conducted but have
a claim to assets/land and are recognized as affected person; in this case, three (3) non-title
holders/squatter were identified during the census survey conducted by ERM.

6.1.1 Cut-off-Date
Following cut-off dates are considered:

®  For titleholders, the date of first notification issued by the DC on the 26th June 2018 will be
treated as the cut-off date as stated under Section 11 of RFCTLARR Act, 2013.

®  For non-title holders/squatter the date of the census and socio-economic survey conducted by
ERM is the cutoff date, this is 4th March 2019.

6.2 Entitlement Matrix

The Entitlement Matrix (EM) is based on the Resettlement Framework prepared for JPSIP, which has
been approved earlier by JUSNL and World Bank. The matrix outline the entitlements for
compensating lost assets, income losses and different resettlement benefits.

6.3 Income Restoration

The affected vulnerable families (all belong to below poverty line and ST category) will be given
preference during the construction of the substation to work as unskilled labours and may also be
considered for locally procuring materials from local resources in order to support the local economy.
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7. GRIEVANCE REDRESS MECHANISM (GRM)

JUSNL will put in place an institutional level grievance redress mechanism for JPSIP to facilitate
concerns, complaints, and grievances about the social and environmental performances, which is
applicable to the proposed Chhatarpur GSS Project and RAP implementation. This mechanism would
not only help in developing an accountability of the project toward all stakeholders but also ensure
that the project complies with the safeguard requirement of the World Bank.

The objective of the GRM is to provide a petitioner an opportunity to register his complaints. The
problems arising could probably related to land acquisition, resettlement, and safety problems arising
during construction related activities and site clearing etc. Most of the conflicts and allegations may
not appear to be of serious nature but if not managed appropriately from the beginning may lead to
material issues or loss of reputation. In this backdrop, the proposed GRM would provide an aggrieved
party/s opportunity to lodge complaints and received amicably settlement. However, if he/she is still
aggrieved with the outcome of the GRM he/she is free to approach the court of law for redressal.

7.1 Proposed Grievance Redress Mechanism for the GSS Project for Tittle
Holders

For grievance of tittle holders related to land acquisition, resettlement and rehabilitation, the APs can
approach the Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement Authority (LARRA) or the
rehabilitation and resettlement committee headed by the Deputy Commissioner. Similarly, any
affected person aggrieved by the award passed by an Authority may file an appeal to the High Court
within sixty days from the date of Award.

The proposed GRM structure as depicted in Figure 7.1 has been designed based on the Right to Fair
Compensation and Transparency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation, and Resettlement Act, 2013.

District Administration: In case of grievance regarding the use of land by JUSNL for the
construction of the substation, the land owner can approach the Deputy Commissioner for redressal
under the provision of the Work for license Rules 2017.

Grievance Redress Process - A three-tier process of grievance redressal will be established in the
project. The mechanism has been designed taking into consideration the contextual factors —
geopolitically and socio-cultural aspects.

A three tier Grievance Mechanism is described below:

® Tier 1: Circle Level: the Engineer in charge of the Daltonganj circle may receive the complaints
/grievances verbally or through written applications. The complaints will be directly send to the
Environmental and Social Development Officer (E&SDO) at the PIU level. The complaints will be
reviewed by the E&SDO and efforts will be made to resolve them in consultation with the affected
persons or any other stakeholder, who has lodged the grievance/complaint along with (1st Level)
Superintending Engineer/Executive Engineers (Daltonganj circle) and Executive Engineer. Effort
to resolve the grievance/ complaint within a period of 21 days from the date of receipt of the
complaint will be made. In case the aggrieved is not satisfied with the solution provided Tier 1 he
may escalate it to Tier 2: Zone Level.

®  Tier 2: Zonal Level: Complaints /grievances that cannot be resolved at Level 1 or if the
aggrieved is not satisfied with the decision of the Tier 1 and appeals for redressal only such cases
would be taken up at Tier Il. The Chief Engineer cum GM of the Daltonganj Zone and all the
Superintending Engineers (Circle Level) of the Zone would be the members of Tier 2 level along
with the E&SDO. The Social Welfare Officer, of the Social Welfare Department at the district level
may be invited to jointly resolve cases related to tribal issues along with other members of Tier 2.
They would hear the aggrieved and also review the proceedings of the Division Level and provide
relief to the aggrieved. The entire process would be completed within 45 days of the compliant
being referred to Tier Il. Unsatisfied with the solution the Complainant can approach the Tier III:
GRC Level. If the complainant is not satisfied with the solution provided at Tier 2 the
grievance/complaint can be escalated on to the Tier 3.

®  Tier 3: Grievance Redressal Committee: The 3rd Level will be the Grievance Redressal
Committee (GRC) at PIU level. Any grievances that cannot be addressed or resolved at Tier 2
may be brought up to GRC. The cell would be headed by the Managing Director or his
representative not below the rank of Director (Projects) of JUSNL along with PD, JPSIP and
E&SDO. The respective Chief Engineer of the Zone from where the complaint has been lodged
would be an invited member. The Tribal Development Commissioner or any other representative
as appointed by him will be an invited guest member of GRC for resolving tribal related issues.
The GRC will resolve the matter within a time period of 60 days from the date of receipt of the
complaint at Tier 3.

B District Administration: In case of grievance regarding the use of land by JUSNL for the
construction of the substation, the land owner can approach the Deputy Commissioner for
redressal under the provision of the Work for License Rules 2017.

B Court of Law: If the grievance/ complaint is not resolved at GRC Level or the complainant is not
satisfied with the solution provided by GRC, the person may approach Court of Law.

9. VALUATION AND BUDGET FOR A-RAP

The valuation method for this A-RAP is based on the LARR Act whereby income and assets loss will
be compensated at full replacement cost and the current market prices of the project areas is taken
into account for calculating the replacement cost.

9.1 Different Costs

9.1.1 Land (for title holders)

Moreover, the land compensation have been determined as per the RFTCLARR Act, 2013 following
the R&R scheme prepared by the District Land Acquisition Division, District Collector, Palamu district.
Land acquisition department of Palamu district has duly carried out the land valuation based on the
requirement of RFTCLARR Act, 2013.

Further as per the R&R scheme prepared by the District Land Acquisition Division, District Collector,
Palamu district (refer Appendix 1), the land compensation has been determined as per market value
for the agricultural land and adopting the statutory requirements (multiplier, Solatium etc.) as per the
provision specified under RFTCLARR Act, 2013 Section 26, 27, 28 and 30. Regarding calculation of
the land valuation, circle rate was considered for valuation of land as per the R&R scheme prepared
by the District Land Acquisition Division. The affected land parcel falls under the agriculture land type
and the rates have been circulated by the revenue department. Per acre rate for Rudwa village under
Chhatarpur has been considered as Rs 467,900 per acre. Table 9.1 provides a land valuation details
and compensation amount for the affected persons.

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9.1.3 Subsistence Allowance

One time resettlement amount for ST families of INR. 50,000 will be provided. Moreover, subsistence
allowance of INR 3,000 per month for one year will be provided to the affected person.

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10. STATUS OF LAND ACQUISITION AND LAND COMPENSATION
PAYMENT

Implementation of the Chhatarpur GSS involves a combination of Jungle Sakhu (Protected Forest
land), Gair Majarua (GM) land and Rayati Land (Private land) parcels. The identified land area for the
substation measures 13.55 acres, which comprises of 6.85 acre of Gair Majarua (GM) land/
government land and 6.0 acre of Jungle Sakhu (Protected Forest land), which has been duly handed
over to JUSNL by state government land revenue department, district Palamu during April 2016. The
NOC (Ref. No. 651; dated 27.04.2016) is enclosed as Appendix E.

The land acquisition process for the proposed grid substation impacts 0.7 acres of private land that
belongs to five (5) principal titleholders (i) Late Chain Mahato (S/O Late Bandhu Mahato) (ii) Late
Jhaul Mahato (S/O Late Bandhu Mahato), (iii) Late Ramkishun Mahto (S/O Late Bandhu Mahato and
(iv) Late Nanhak Mahto (S/O Late Bandhu Mahato) which further includes total thirty-two (32)
descendants of those legal tittle holders are considered as the affected persons. Land acquisition of
0.7 acres of private land also impacts the livelihood of three squatter farmers reportedly was involved
in paddy cultivation inside the land parcel allocated for Chhatarpur GSS. These non-titleholders
include three squatter farmers (i) Vinod Singh (ii) Binod Shaw and (iii) Rajkishor Shaw.

As per the land acquisition process procedural requirements stipulated under Section 11 under
RFCTLARR Act, 2013, Government of Jharkhand has published the Gazette Notification for the land
acquisition vide District Gazette no. 270/L.A; dated 23.07.2019 (notification is enclosed as Appendix
G). Further to that gazetted notification, subsequent public announcement has been made in the form
of local newspaper publications dated 25.07.2019, 26.07.2019 and 12/09/2019 as well as official
general naotification from Circle Officer, Palamu District dated 06.09.2019 (Ref. No. 553/L.A.) (refer
Appendix J).

The R&R scheme! (refer Appendix |) related to the private land acquisition and land compensation
has been prepared by the District Land Acquisition Division, District Collector, Palamu district during
August 2019 as per the statutory requirement of Section 17, 18 and 19 under RFTCLARR Act, 2013,.
The land compensation estimation has been determined by the District Land Acquisition Division as
per the provision specified under RFTCLARR Act, 2013 Section 26, 27, 28 and 30.

The Order Sheet maintained at Land Acquisition Division, District Collector, Palamu District regarding
land acquisition and land compensation workflow process for Chhatarpur GSS site is enclosed
herewith as Appendix L.

The corresponding land acquisition and processing of land compensation payment as followed by the
District Land Acquisition Officer (DLAO), Palamu as per the requirement of Section 23 & 30 of
RFCTLARR Act, 2013 and JhLARR Rule, 2015, can be referred from the documentary evidences
enclosed under Appendix M to Appendix R of this report, as outlined below:

e Letter (ref. no. 347; dated 25.07.2018) issued by the District Land Acquisition Division, District
Collector, Palamu district regarding demand note to JUSNL for submission of the compensation
amount as per requirement of Section 19 under RFCTLARR Act, 2013;

e Initial land compensation notices (L.A. No. — 05/2018-2019) served to the titleholders by the
DLAO office, Palamu district (dated 02.11.2018 and 30.08.2019) in accordance to the as per
requirement of Section 37(2) under RFCTLARR Act, 2013;

e Receipt of notarised affidavit from the successors of the ancestral land ownership inherited from
the deceased principal titleholders;

L Initial land compensation estimate prepared by the District Land Acquisition Division, District Collector, Palamu district as
prepared during July 2018 (refer Appendix H), has been further revised and finalized during August 2019 since the initial
estimate has consider the land rates for residential land plots erroneously instead of agricultural land plots, which has been
further rectified.
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e Completion of the notarised affidavit (indemnity bond) for acceptance of land acquisition process
as per the provision of Section 23 & 30 under RFCTLARR Act, 2013 and no objection on the land
compensation amount by the land owners for respective private land parcel;

e Receipt of the applications submitted by the private land title holders (along with documentary
evidences related to record of land rights, land tax receipt, indemnity bond, family tree attested by
Gram Pradhan, Aadhaar number and bank account details) for processing of land compensation
payment;

¢ Preparation of the compensation payment vouchers (yet to be finalized).

The fund allocation related to land compensation as per the demand note issued by the District Land
Acquisition Division, District Collector, Palamu district has been duly completed by JUSNL and the
online fund remittance (INR 3,339,457) on account of District Land Acquisition Officer, Palamu has
been completed successfully on 27.11.2018 (refer Appendix M).

Disbursement of land compensation by the DLAO Office, Palamu for all thirty-two (32) identified
titteholders are at final stage of processing District Land Acquisition Division, District Collector,
Palamu district. Reportedly, DLAO is presently exploring the solution options to release the
compensation through online bank transfer mode for the PAPs involving SBI Kiosk Banking account,
which has the maximum transaction limit upto INR 49,000. On completion of the land compensation
for the titleholders, the utilization certificate for the land compensation fund will be generated by the
DLAO office, Palamu.

Fund allocation and disbursement of compensation for the identified three (3) squatter farmers in
compliance with Resettlement Framework? for JPSIP (Approved by the JUSNL Executive Board
during September 2017) are still awaited on behalf of JUSNL.

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11. MONITOING AND EVALUATION

Monitoring and evaluation is an integral part of any project implementation in order to measure project
performance and achieve project objectives. This section describes the monitoring and evaluation
systems for effective resettlement process.

11.1 Internal Monitoring

Implementation of the ARAP will be periodically supervised and monitored by the Social officer.
Internal monitoring will be a process flow and will be achieved through an effective reporting system.
The findings will be recorded in monthly progress reports and will be send by the Division Office to the
Environment and Social Officers at PIU, JPSIP. The PIU will further prepare a consolidated quarterly
internal monitoring report to present it to the JUSNL Board and subsequently to the World Bank.

11.2  External Monitoring

JUSNL would also conduct independent evaluation of the project on environmental and social
compliance of the project and its timely deliverables. The external evaluation will be undertaken semi-
annually during implementation. The external agency would assess the implementation and verify
internal monitoring carried out to suggest adjustments in delivery mechanism and procedures
required.

It will evaluate the implementation process — land procurement process, compensation, disclose,
stakeholder participation, safeguard compliance as outlined in ARAP. The agency will identify gaps
and put in suggestions to strengthen and protect the dignity of the tribal population and
implementation and thus ensuring project objectives are achieved.
